It is NOT necessary to bring your medical records from your last eye doctor.  If after seeing our physician it is determined they are needed, we will ask you to sign a medical records release at our office.

Our experienced ophthalmic technicians will conduct several pre-tests to get you ready to see our doctor.  We will dilate your eyes which will blur your close-up vision and in some cases your distance vision.  Most patients can usually drive themselves.  We will provide sunglasses after your appointment.  If you have a concern, please bring a driver with you to your appointment.  

You will have a vision test and a refraction.  You will be asked questions about your general health as this is related to your eye health.  The refraction determines your current corrected vision and also can provide information about what prescription you may need.  A typical eye exam will last about one hour including dilation.  We do not provide childcare.
